Flora and Fauna of Tamil Nadu

Introduction

If we accept the general opinion that it is impossible to talk about Sanga literature without talking about Thani department, then if we accept the opinion that Tolkappiyam is later than Sanga literature then we have to look at the previous literatures and say that the Sanga literature also follows the rule of Tolkappiyam. From an archeological point of view, archeology can be seen as an attempt to define who should make the claim, regardless of the rhetoric or narrative rhetoric. This is especially the case with field studies and pedagogy.

Plants of Tamil Nadu

Based on the plants, the lands like Kurinchi, Mullai, Marutham, Neithal, Balai and their respective musics are Kurinchipan, Mullaipan, Maruthappan, Neithal Pan, Named after the plant as Maruthapan. 

Kings choose any tree and guard it considering it as a tree, they have grown it as a forest and kept it safe from being destroyed by enemies. This became the symbol of that king. If Pahayarasan destroyed Akkad, there was a custom of handing over the country to Pahayarasan, considering that he had lost.

It tells about the many animals that lived in ancient times, their sources of survival, their food habits and their habitats. The Sangam literature also mentions many kinds of fauna unknown to us today.

In the hymns of the Sangapulavas Embedded By studying the description of animals, it can be seen that their ideas are in harmony with today's zoological ideas.

Elephant

It is no exaggeration to say that the elephant is an animal that features heavily in Sangam literature. "An elephant is a thousand gold, even if it dies, it is a thousand gold."

Pon Mudiar suggests that the killing of an elephant confers great honor on the hero and is a great debt to the hero, "Throwing the weeds is a debt to the bull (para. 312).

Merchants accompanied by soldiers marched in procession through the milky land, laden with loads of donkeys. It is also known that the donkey was used for commercial travel.

However, the instructions are consistent with the theme of the song. Pleasure and wealth are ordered to be the result of virtue, as virtue is associated with life. 

Morality

King in objectivity. 'Governmental' virtues for governance etc. are widely emphasized along with individual virtue and family virtue.

A leader who is submissive in subjectivity. It can be seen that the words Aram or Aran are learned directly from Thai (Natai. Nurse) etc.

'Man's self-defined morality

Sociology says that the volume of methods is the total form of virtue. Explanation also 'brings about man from birth to birth. A spiritual interpretation is also given that ``virtue is to eradicate evil''. 

Ethics is the study of behavior in high and low countries.

Individuality and virtue (4.16)

Aran in Sangam literature, Masu in. The use of words like nai il is seen. 'Aran ila' is aran ila along with words like mother and yai. Mother Aran has come as Illaya. It has been learned in Sangha internal literature that Aranilalan Aranum is the same day. These words are the home of the leader. A..The virtue built by the nurse, friend and headmistress regarding duties. Virtue cannot be defined only by the places where the word Virtue is taught. It is possible to define the concept of morality for the leader by considering the places where morality is emphasized in the concept without these words appearing directly.

In inner life, virtue for a leader can be seen in both levels of chastity and chastity. Thalaiva is the mantra found in both these positions. Through the words of Thalavi, Sevili, Nattai, Dohan, Doshi, Vailalas, Kanbor, virtues for the leader are acquired.

There were many organizations to teach Tamil, teach religions, teach virtues and guide these.

Literacy:

Sangam is an organization where many people gather together to discuss, apart from this there are many other organizations like Manara, Chandor Avaya, Aram Kur Vayyam Samanapalli, Bauthapalli, Anthanar Pali which have been doing teaching work during the Sangam period.

Organization of School:

Some Tamil developed organizations have functioned in the form of schools. Schools are places where people of Jain religion eat and stay. These places have become teaching centers during the day and there is a custom of freezing and learning here.

There are many references to schools in Maduraikanji. Buddhist school, Antanar school and Jamanar school are mentioned as having existed. Explanations about them can also be found.

Ammuvanar would explain that the reference in Agam 10 is to Pandian's port.

Agarwood, sandalwood silk, castor bean, cinnamon, saffron from overseas countries. Silpadikarappada also mentions that ships carrying camphor, firstly perfumes, reached the port of Tondi with the help of Kondal winds, and the imported goods were sent from Tondi to Madurai, the capital of Pandyan.

The Sangha literatures have recorded about the sea voyages of the Tamils ​​and how they did trade through it. They set up harbors for merchant ships to come and go, export and import in their countries and to prevent the ships coming at sea from going astray at night. It is also known that lighthouses were erected to identify the port area.

6. Exports and Imports during the Sangam Period

References to the trade goods of Palantamiga are found in Patadinapalaya and Kanchi of Madurai. Exports from here are gems, pearls and diamonds. Noteworthy are pepper, ebony, blackberry, teak, sandalwood, cardamom, rice, cardamom, cinnamon and ginger.

Tamil Nadu goods were sold in Siam and also in China. Sugarcane was also imported to Tamil Nadu. It was brought from China and cultivated during the ancestral period of Athiyaman. Many different things came to Tamil Nadu on land and water.

7.Victory of the Cholas in the Transcontinental Countries

One of the Movendras who ruled Palandmilnath naturally and abundantly became the Chola country. 'Chola country is weak' is a proverb. The Cholas ruled with Tanjore as their capital. The Cholas of the second century and earlier are called Early Cholas and the Chola kings who became powerful after the 9th century are called Later Cholas.

The flag of the Cholas The tiger flag The Cholas were flying a flower Athi was a powerful empire economically and culturally influencing the whole of Asia. Their territory extended to Orissa in the north, Sava Sumatra in the east, Malaysia and the Maldives in the south. Rajasarasa had conquered the whole of South India and had conquered the northern part of Sri Lanka and the Maldives in the south.

During the reign of Rajendran, the Chola army went up to the banks of the Ganges in North India and defeated Mahipala, the king of Pataliputra, and the Chola fleet is said to have conquered Kataram, Sirivisayam and some countries in the Malay Peninsula. Among the ancient kings, the Cholas were the ones who conquered seas through the navy. Explorers say that the only Tamil who crossed the sea and won was Rasendran.

Rasendran's victory over Kadaram, which was protected in the warmth of the deep sea, is unique in the history of Tamil Nadu. It may have happened because the kings of Indonesia did not like the maritime trade between Cholanath and China. Many were his victories on the eastern seaboard are located. Rajasendra's victory over Mahipala II in Bengal is described as "a military feat that overthrew the Chola Empire".

It is said that Karikalan, a Chola of the Sanga period, invaded Sri Lanka and captured the country and captured 12,000 Sinhalese and brought them to Chola. It is also reported that he built the banks of the Cauvery with the Sinhalese brought as prisoners.
